bank, post office, Shop Rite, Kings, Stop and Shop, physical therapy, local doctors and dentists, and more.  Please call us if 
you are uncertain about how to use the senior bus.  We will also advise you about driving services that are available.  Also 

check with your church about service ministries that might provide a ride to a medical appointment.
